Insurance will be provided in accordance with Appendix I of the current CAMS Manual.

2. The event is a Multi Club Khanacross and is open to all financial members of a CAMS affiliated Car Club.

3. The Events will be held at the following locations.

Round 1.
Racecourse Road, Tailem Bend (off Karoonda Road)

4. Events will be held on mostly unsealed surfaces, with no sealed section exceeding 50 metres in length.

5. Number of Tests: there will be a minimum of four (4) runs. All runs will be used in the computation of results. (Method of scoring will be explained at the Competitors Briefing.)

6. Licences: Minimum requirement for entry is a CAMS Level 2NS or 2NSJ licence.

POSTAL ENTRIES ONLY WILL BE ACCEPTED FOR ALL ROUNDS. NO ENTRY ON DAY OF EVENT.

Entries must be received by close of mail at the nominated address of the relevant Event Secretary on the Wednesday prior to each round.

ENTRY FEES:
$45, Juniors $25.

ALL ENTRIES must be made on the official Entry Form (copy attached) with all relevant details filled out and the appropriate fee attached.

Entries will be accepted in order of receipt until capacity is reached. Multiple entries will be spaced sufficiently apart to enable a driver change.

Entries from competitors under 18 years of age must be countersigned and consented to by a Parent or Guardian of the Competitor or Driver.

No driver shall be under the age of 14 years.

Drivers between the ages of 14 and 16 years must have previously competed in Motorkhanas.

Note: For specific event requirements, refer to Article 34 of these Supplementary Regulations and any further regulations or bulletins.
12. Refusal of entries: Entries may be refused as per CAMS NCR 83 (iv).

13. Maximum number of competitors will be 40 for all rounds.

14. Maximum number of drivers per vehicle is 4.

15. Competitors Briefing at venue: 9.30am 

16. Event Starting time: 9.45am 

17. Scrutiny at venue: 8.15am to 9.15am 

Competitors are reminded of Article 5 of the Khanacross Regulations and all vehicles must comply with Group 4H Motorkhana code and section 6, Schedule A  of the NCR and the  current CAMS Manual of Motorsport.

A fire extinguisher of at least 900 grams capacity complying with Schedule H of the current CAMS Manual of Motorsport must be fitted.

Effective mudflaps must be fitted to all driven wheels.

Group 4H production vehicles are defined, Motorkhana Cars – Group 4H, Article 2 of the 2010 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport (Quarter 2 Issue), as follows:

2
Production Vehicles

2.1
Production vehicles are road going vehicles that have been manufactured or fabricated in a production run and sold to the public. Vehicles may be modified but if in the areas listed below, the restrictions must be adhered to: 

2.2
Original body shell must be retained. The overall length and silhouette must not be less than the original. Spoiler’s air dams and wheel arch flairs may be added.

2.3
Engine, firewall, and front seats must remain in their original location.

2.4
Body panels may be of a different material to a production part.

2.5
Interior trim such as door trim (except both front doors) or carpet etc may be removed. If a roll cage is fitted, the rear passenger seats may be removed.

2.6
All lighting equipment must be in place (eg, headlights, tail lights) but not necessarily in working order (competitors responsibility if road registered).

2.7
The handbrake may be modified, but must work equally on both rear wheels.

2.8.
Racing slicks, racing retreads and tyres marked “not for road use” or “racing purposes only” are prohibited.

2.9.
The weight of the vehicle must not be less than 95% of the specified kerb weight for the vehicle. Windows may not be removed unless replaced with an alternate material.

Any decision on class eligibility will remain with the Clerk of Course.

20. Method of Timing: Manual stopwatch to the 0.1 second. Hundredths of a second will be truncated off the stopwatch time before posting results. Times will be taken with two stopwatches, one primary and one secondary with the primary stopwatch time recorded and the secondary stopwatch as backup. If the timing fails to record a competitor’s time then the competitor shall be offered a re-run. Electronic timing may be used and will be backed up by manual stop watch.

21. Results: Will be determined from the total elapsed time of all courses including any penalties. The winner/s shall be the driver/s having the lowest total, including any penalties, at the completion of the event.

22. 4WD Handicap: For all Class F (4WD Production Cars) an additional 5% handicap will be added to all times. Each time will be calculated as the elapsed time, plus any/all penalties, multiplied by 1.05.

23. Judges of Fact: All officials shall be deemed to be judges of fact. This includes determining whether a course or test has been correctly completed, a garage correctly entered, a field garage correctly traversed, or the accuracy in timing of a competitors run. Further duties may be defined at the competitors briefing as necessary.

24. Penalties: Shall be applied for any infringements as indicated in the Khanacross Regulations (Auto Test section of the current CAMS Manual of Motorsport). See CAMS website. All “slowest plus 5 seconds” penalties will be based on the time of the slowest non junior competitor without penalty.

25. Awards:


For each round trophies will be awarded to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd outright and 1st Junior.


For the series trophies will be awarded to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd outright, and 1st, 2nd, and 3rd in each class subject to sufficient entries and at the discretion of the SA Motorkhana Panel.


Trophies will also be awarded to the highest placed Lady Driver and the highest placed Junior Driver.


Placings for the series will be determined by an aggregate of points scored in all rounds. Points for each round will be allocated as follows, with 30, 28, 26, 24, 22, 20, 18, 16, 14, 12, 10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, and 3, 2 points awarded for 1st to 19th fastest driver respectively, and 1 point for 20th fastest onwards.


A driver must complete at least 50% of the runs held during each round to be eligible for series points for that round.

                A driver must compete in at least 3 of the 5 rounds to be eligible for series points , series points will be calculated at the end of the series to allow for missed rounds etc and to compile a list of eligible competitors


Any person who fulfils a recognised task in a round of the series may receive points for that round at the discretion of the SA Motorkhana Panel as follows:

1. Points for recognised tasks are available for key event officials only. eg. Clerk of Course, Secretary, Chief Scrutineer.

2. Points allocated will be the average of points awarded for rounds of the series in which the person competed.

3. Recognised task points will only be awarded if the event is run such that full points are awarded.

4. Recognised task points may be awarded for one event in the series only.

26. All drivers must wear suitable and appropriate footwear whilst competing. See Schedule D, Article 2.5 ( table )of the current CAMS Manual of Motorsport.

All drivers shall wear a safety helmet complying with a standard listed in Section 6, Schedule D , table (2.5) of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. See CAMS website.

Goggles or a helmet with visor (as per Schedule D of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport) must be worn in all open cars and in closed cars which have the windscreen removed. 

For all competitors (and passengers), neck to wrist to ankle, non-flammable clothing must be worn.

Refuelling: Vehicles may only be refuelled in the designated refuelling area. It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure the allocated official and a functional  fire extinguisher provided by the Event are in place whilst refuelling their vehicle. Fuel must comply with Schedule G of the current CAMS Manual.

27. Combined Liability Risk Insurance has been effected with the permit fee paid by the organisers. A Personal Accident Contribution Scheme has been set up with the purchase of a CAMS licence. See Appendix I in the General Regulations of CAMS section of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport on the CAMS website for further details.

28. The Organisers may cancel, alter, abandon, or postpone the event without assigning a reason. Refer NCR 59.

29. Protests if any must be made in accordance with Part XII the National Competition Rules.

30. During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate. Refer NCR 145A of the Current CAMS Manual. In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS Drugs in Sport Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be tested for alcohol or other drugs at any time during the event/s.

31. Seatbelts: A minimum of a lap/sash seatbelt must be worn correctly at all times of competition, the penalty for not wearing a seatbelt being exclusion from the event.
32. Passengers as defined in Khanacross Regulations, 2010 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport (Quarter 2 Issue)
8.2 (i))
No passengers may be carried in a vehicle while competing except where 8.2(ii) applies. Any offending driver will be excluded from further participation in the event. Other Competitors may be carried as passengers during the convoy run, provided the vehicle provides proper accommodation for such passengers.

8.2 (ii)
Juniors may carry a passenger as an instructor in non-competitive activity only, subject to prior approval by the Clerk of the Course. Any instructor must be over 18 and hold a CAMS and civil driver’s licence and comply with safety requirements for apparel including helmet and use of seat belt. Instructors must sign the appropriate indemnity form.
33. Catering will be provided at each venue. 
34. Specific event  requirements
Tyres for Round 1

a) Winter tread, lug, and bar or rally type tyres shall not be permitted. The Clerk of Course shall rule on the acceptability of tyres on competing vehicles. Prior approval of tyres may be able to be arranged with the Clerk of Course.
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
